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TROUBLE SHOOTING GUIDE:

THE ALARM POWER LIGHT DOES NOT LIGHT
Check the power plug for 9V DC - 12V DC power and verify that the transformer has power. If the trans-
former has failed, Call Genesis Customer Service.

ALWAYS IN ALARM
Connect a wire across the input plug, the alarm should silence. If the alarm is silenced, the alarming circit is
open. If it does not silence when the circuit is closed, Call Genesis Customer Service.

WILL NOT ALARM
Disconnect the input plug, the alarm should activate because the alarm circuit is open. If the alarm does not
activate, Call Genesis Customer Service.
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
